Now the LORD 
loved him and sent word through Nathan the 
prophet, and he named him Jedidiah for the LORD's 
sake.” (II Samuel 12:24-25) We pray that our 
Jedidiah learns early and remembers always the 
prayer of his namesake (I Kings 3:7-14): "O Jehovah 
my God… I am but a little child… give your servant 
an understanding heart to judge your people, to dis-
cern between good and evil.”  
 

 

There’s been some conjecture about what it will be 
like to be a little boy with six big sisters. After all, 
his older brothers will be grown and moved out of 
the house before our Jed is old enough to remember 
much. “He’ll be spoiled rotten,” seems to be the 
general consensus among friends and neighbors, but 
we have been encouraged as we have studied about 
Jonathan Edwards, the great Puritan preacher. Mr. 
Edwards was the fifth child of eleven, and the only 
boy in the bunch! With six older sisters who love 
Jed and want to help train and teach him, and four 
big brothers determined to help him become a Godly 
man, we believe God has big plans for little Jed! 
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Hello there! I turned 14 last Nov. and started driving with a temporary Kansas 
learner’s permit. Unfortunately, it appears that my permit was lost by the state, 
so I can’t drive after all. Pray for the permit problem to get fixed and for safety 

on the roads when I can drive again. My 
favorite event in the last year was going 
down to Pensacola Bay to have a taste of 
how my grandfather grew up (and being 
the first of my siblings to fulfill the Wil-
son tradition of catching and holding a 
live crab! - left). Another highlight was 
buying and learning to play the ham-
mered dulcimer (right). Lately, I’ve been 
getting into moviemaking and have just 
produced a 30-minute movie with my 
brothers (The Nativity Heist – let me know if you want a copy!), and we are 
planning another movie. In school I am doing Reading, Writing, Math, 

Physical Science, Debate & Speech, Spanish, and teaching Science to my younger sisters. Pray that I will do well 
and even excel in my school subjects. 
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On Feb. 8, after months of organizing opposition to 
adding sexual orientation and gender identity to our 
city’s discrimination ordinance, Josh, Beni, and I sat 
in city hall for the second and final reading of the 
bill. The mayor opened the floor for public com-
ment, and members of gay support groups and trans-
gender organizations gave tearjerker speeches. Then 
I went to the microphone and told the commission-
ers that this ordinance stands opposed to God’s law 
because it promotes what the Bible says is wrong. 
The mayor called us “bigots,” and the commission-
ers voted the ordinance into law. This makes Man-
hattan the first city in the state of Kansas to make 
transvestites a protected class and the second city in 
the state to make homosexuals and bisexuals a pro-
tected class. This has torn my heart up.  

God has called me to teach God’s word and make 
disciples, not only of traditional churchgoers, but 
also of sexually confused and hurting people outside 
the church, so I’ve been working with several 
friends to develop the AwakenManhattan.com web-
site. The latest addition is an article on “Our Hope,” 
accompanied by a video of six of us (pictured above) 
sharing our hearts with the sexual revolutionaries of 
our town. Please pray that God would use the web-
site to convict the hearts of people in rebellion 
against God and bring them to repentance and faith 
in Jesus, and also that these web pages would 
strengthen the resolve of Christians who are afraid to 
speak up for God’s standards of right and wrong. We 
are currently petitioning to overturn the city com-
missioners’ decision, so please keep praying.
